Step 1: Connect the Diagonal Monitor Arm (Ref Table 1: Part 2) to the right-side leg of the table or stand.
Place the monitor arm so that its front and back attachment plates align with the (four) bolts entry points
on each side. Place and fasten the four bolts on each side.

Note: Image below is not an actual representation but a reference to where the Swivel Arm connects to.

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Step 2: Attach the Monitor/Keyboard Plate (Part 1) to the top of the Swivel Arm (Part 2) using the 6 small
Hex Screws (Part 4) provided as shown below.
